100% Sangiovese. An expressive Sangiovese with dried cherry, herbs, and sweet tobacco. 
Medium-full body with a savoury edge, fine tannins, and long finish.

Negroamaro, Salice Salentino Riserva, Puglia, Italy (Vg)								       42
Deep & earthy with aromas of dark berries, dried herbs, and mocha. Medium to full
in body with a plush mouthfeel and a slightly rustic finish.

Fleur de Ka, Chateau Ka, Bekaa Valley, Lebanon							      100
Complex and layered with ripe cherry, cranberry, and redcurrant alongside vanilla and
subtle oak. Smooth and medium-full bodied with a polished structure.

Felino Malbec, Vina Cobos, Mendoza, Argentina (Vg)								       55                                                         
Full and plush with rich blackberry, plum with hints of violet and spice. Velvety tannins 
give it a smooth texture, while a ripe fruit core adds intensity. 

Enira, Reserva, Bessa Valley, Bulgaria (Vg)								       72
Smooth and generous with forest fruits, dark chocolate, and sweet spice. A touch of oak 
rounds out the full body and ripe tannins.

Don't tell Gary Shiraz, McPherson Wines, Victoria, Australia						      55
Dark garnet colour with black cherry, blueberry and mixed spice on the nose. Hints of pepper 
and soft oak spice are beautifully integrated with blackberry fruits and medium-bodied silky tannins.

Primitivo Criteria, Schola Sarmenti, Puglia, Italy								       45
Rich and concentrated with ripe black fruit, espresso, and a touch of baking spice. 
Smooth, full-bodied, and powerful, yet accessible.

Amarone della Valpolicella Classico DOCG, Biscardo, Veneto, Italy (Vg)				    95
Powerful and plush with dried cherry, plum, cocoa, and almond. Velvety texture with
a slightly bitter finish with cherry and bitter almonds.

Vinho Verde, Quintas do Homem, Minho, Portugal (Vg)								        40
Light, crisp, and slightly effervescent, this Vinho Verde displays bright notes of wild berries,  
green apple, and citrus.

Maison des Vignerons Rose, Cotes de Gascogne, France (Vg)								       30
Dry, delicate, and fruit-forward, this pale rosé offers subtle notes of strawberry, raspberry 
and redcurrant. Light-bodied and refreshing with a clean, mineral finish.
